When troubleshooting the CEN temperature-voltage sense harnesses, the harness may prove 
defective either at the temperature sensor or in the entire harness.

If the temperature sensor in the B− terminal black wire is proven defective, the sensor and terminal 
assembly can be replaced with the A9-4056 temperature sensor terminal assembly. Contact your 
CEN Factory-Authorized Service Dealer or CEN Aftermarket Group for further information.
